Back from the Joe Nall Memorial Fly In 2011:  

  
 
It was scheduled this year from Saturday, May 7

th
 to Saturday, May 14

th
 at the Triple Tree Aerodrome in South 

Carolina.  JT and I arrived there on May 7 and quickly established the RAMS Base.  By the time we got there the 
mainline field was already occupied so we had the trailer / airplanes with a canopy at the electric field (nearby) and 
it was perfect.  The weather allowed for a lot of flying but we had a few severe storms in the area that did cause 
damage to equipment, tents, campers, trees, and some airplanes.  This happened twice during our stay.  There 
were plenty of beautiful airplanes, skillful flying and nice demonstrations.  Pilots of the caliber of Quique Somenzini 



did some impressive flying.  Some of the big vendors like Horizon showcased new products.  There was a little bit 
of everything for any interest in RC aircraft modeling.  Some inevitable crashes occurred and thankfully no one was 
hurt.  It was impressive the speeds some of the model turbine jets were achieving.  This actually raised questions 
about the safety of flying certain models because of size and / or speed around so many people.

FAA Regulations:  Many of you are aware of the oncoming regulations from the FAA to the model airplane hobby.  
On the previous newsletter I gave you a chronological explanation of the events.  The AMA website has up to date 
information on what is happening including government contacts being made and responses from senators and 
representatives regarding this issue.   
On May 3rd the AMA website posted the following update: 

Congress Reconvenes to Complete the FAA Re-Authorization Act  

After a two week spring break, Congress reconvenes this week and will take up the work of 

completing the FAA Re-Authorization Act. Both the Senate Bill (S. 223) and the House Bill 

(H.R. 658) have passed their respective houses and have been sent to Conference Committee for 

reconciliation. The Senate has officially called for a conference on the legislation and has named 

its conferees. The House is expected to respond to the request this week. The AMA remains 

hopeful that the model aviation exemption provided in the Senate version of the bill will be 

accepted and moved into the final bill. 

 

The AMA Standards Workgroup will hold a special face-to-face meeting with representatives 

from FAAôs Unmanned Aircraft Program Office during the Joe Nall Fly-In in Woodruff SC. The 

workgroup will meet for two days and will continue its work on developing a set of model 

aviation standards to be used as an alternative means of complying with the proposed sUAS 

regulation. 

I was unable to attend the AMA meeting in Woodruf, SC.  At this meeting, on May 12, FAA representatives were 
present to answer questions during the general membership meeting of the AMA and IMAA.  I am aware that the 
answers given in general were somewhat vague as it was the case in the membership meeting in California during 
the AMA expo 2011.  The reason is still that the FAA representatives can not give details before the regulations are  
published for public discussion. 
By June 2011, the proposed rules will be made public and open for discussion.  It is now known and expected that 
there will be regulations to our hobby but it is still not known the extent of these.  So, for now, speculations make 
for good conversation but by June we will know more.  LetΩs keep informed.
